This ne:Jotiated settlement has reen entered by agreement retween Dr. Aber, and the
Texas State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners staff in concurrence with the
Board Secretary. It is presented to the Board as a recanmendation only. If the
Board elects to reject or arrend this negotiated settlerrent the defendant, Dr. Arer,
will re granted a continuance at his/her option.

Dr. Arer does not contest the allegations set forth in the Canplaint and agrees
that, accordingly, the Board may treat the allegations of fact and law as true,
which findings shall have the sane force and effect as if evidence and argurrent
were presented in supp.::>rtof the allegations, and based thereon, the Board found
the allegations to te true. Resp:mdent understands and intends that by so stating,
he/she is not admitting the truth of the allegations, but is rrerely agreeing that
the Board mayenter an Order treating the allegations as true without the necessity
of receiving evidence in SUptnrt thereof.

SUMMARYCF CHARGES:
Disr:ensing/administering Ritalin (Methylphenidate Hydrochloride) when not necessary
or needed for the care of animals and failure to maintain adequate patient records.

RECDMMENDEDDISCIPLINARYACI'ION:

1. One (1) year susr:ension, all probated , effective .imIrediately•

2. Surrender DEAand DPS Certificates to re reinstated at the discretion of
the Board.

3. Pay a Civil Penalty in the sum of $500.00.

CDNDITIONS:

1. Submit quarterly reports certifying continued canpliance with the Orders
during the probationary pericx:l, with the first report due September
1, 1988.

2. Abide by the laws and Rules of the State of Texas as they r:ertain to the
practice of veterinary medicine.

3. Take and pass the Jurisprudence Examas scheduled by Board Staff.
